Dear Sir(s) / Madam(s), 
 
This is in continuation of our letter VEDL/Sec./SE/23-24/08 dated April 10, 2023 and the 
Special Leave Petition filed by Vedanta Limited (the “Company”) before the Hon’ble Supreme 
Court against the order of Division Bench of Madras High Court at Chennai vide which the 
Court had upheld the closure of the Copper Smelter Plant at Thoothukudi. 
  
The Hon’ble Supreme Court on February 29, 2024 concluded that the Special Leave Petition 
did not warrant interference under Article 136 of the Constitution of India and dismissed the 
Special Leave Petition filed by the Company.  
 
The Company is in receipt of the Judgment passed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court on March 
05, 2024 around 7:00 p.m. IST. The Company is exploring possible legal options, including filing 
of review petition as per advice from its legal experts.
