In South Korea, the “Shut-
down Law,” which restricted
minors from playing online
games during late hours, was
implemented to curb gaming
addiction among children.

While regulationwill playa
crucial role in driving respon-
sible gaming practices, the
road to a safe gaming ecosys-
tem does not stop there. We
must leverage technology to
create smarter and more
responsive systems for the
early detection of gaming dis-
orders. Artificial intelligence
(AI) offers promising tools for
identifying problematic gam-
ing patterns in real time,
allowing platforms to inter-
vene before players fall into
harmful cycles. For example,
Al-driven alerts could notify
users when they exceed cer-
tain thresholds of time or
money spent, encouraging
healthier gaming habits.

Beyond technology, educa-
tion plays a crucial role in fos-
tering a culture of responsible
gaming. Publicawareness cam-
paigns and digital literacy pro-
grammes can help users, par-
ticularly minors and their
parents, understand the risks
associated with excessive gam-
ing and how to manage them.
Schools, too, can play a part by
incorporating discussions on
responsible digital consump-
tioninto their curricula.

Conclusion

In his Independence Day
address,Hon’ble Prime Minis-
ter emphasised the need to
develop more games domesti-
cally and positioning India as
aleader in the global gaming
ecosystem. In order to meet
this vision, the industry and
the users need a safe and

robust regulatory framework.
